Each intern should be available for a weekly departmental meeting in the evening and work at three on-site promotional events per week (including nights and weekends), totaling 15 to 20 hours per week. There is some flexibility based on the student’s schedule and the number of hours required by the school to receive credit. 

Requirements

· Must be at least 18 years of age and enrolled in a college, university or educational program.  Course credit is not required.

· Must be able to commute to the WBRU-FM offices at specified times.

· Must have a basic understanding of WBRU-FM music and programming.
